What is a Character Trait?

¢ A character trait is a word that describes what a person is like on the inside —
their personality, how they act, or how they usually think and feel.

For example:

« If someone always helps others, their trait might be kind.
« If someone never gives up, their trait might be determined.
- If someone lies often, their trait might be dishonest.

The Difference Between Inside & Outside

Character traits show who the person really is, and what they look like.

« Outside traits = what you can see (tall, short, brown hair, ..)
« Character traits = what you can't always see (brave, caring, selfish, ..)
