	Stative verbs 

	Dynamic verbs(sometimes referred to as "action verbs")

	usually refer to a state or condition which is not changing or likely to change
	usually describe activities or events which can begin and finish

	Stative verbs cannot normally be used in the continuous (BE + ING) forms
I think she is the best teacher in school.
	Dynamic verbs can be used in the continuous (BE + ING) forms
They are eating their breakfast in the kitchen right now.
