-Short video

-Illustrated booklet

5. What Students Should Bring

-Art supplies (markers, colored pencils, scissors, glue, etc.)

-Printed pictures or decorations for posters

-Props (if doing a sketch/play)

-A device for slides/video (if needed)

-Any extra materials they feel will help their project
